Garden Club and arearesidents initiated the Walk on the Hill in 1971

Salsbury Spring

Salsbury Spring, maintained by Ayr Hill Garden Club and the Town of
Vienna as a quiet place of reflection, is located on 0.27 acres at
Lawyers and Windover Roads NW. Named for Captain Harmon L.
Salsbury, the land donor for both West End and Sons and Daughters
Cemeteries, this i1s a quiet, shaded and unpretentious tract of
land. Feeling aworld away from the hub-bub of Vienna, one can come
here to enjoy the beauty of mature trees, small seating area and a
trickling spring.

Salsbury Spring provided drinking water and cooled the milk for the
250-acre dairy farm of Capt. Salsbury (1838-1913, commander of the
US Colored Troop Company D, 26th Regiment from New York during
the Civil War. The spring was the only source of water for the Vienna
area during the drought of 1930 which dried up most wells. Capt.
Salsbury's wife and children donated this site to the Town of Vienna
to be designated a park in his honor.

In March, 1939, the deedto Salsbury Spring was presented to Ayr Hill
Garden Club for presentation to the Town of Vienna. The March 1939
minutes state: N Mr. Salsbury then presented the club with the deed
to the spring, requesting that a marker be put up in the memory of
Harmon L. Salsbury [her husband]. Deed accepted with
appreciation, on behalf of the town, - to be presented to the mayor
and council later .0 The club has continued to beautify this areafilling
It with native plantings and securing it asa Certified Wildlife Habitat .
